

Playing
Doubles Play: 

· Team A competes against Team B – each team is comprised of two (2) people.

· Each team will stay in their designated lane for the whole game.

· Players at the headboard will alternate pitching bags until each player has pitched all (4) of his/her bags.

· Players at the footboard will take score and resume pitching back to the other cornhole board.

Pitching 

· Players alternate pitching bags (one player at a time) until each player has pitched all (4) of his/her bags.

· A player must pitch all (4) cornhole bags from their designated cornhole pitchers box.

· One foot must be completely within the pitcher's box at the time of releasing the bag.

· Players must not cross the foul line with their feet before the bag has landed.

Pitching the Next Frame: 

· The player/team who scored (or had the highest score) in the previous frame shall pitch first in the next frame.  If neither player/team scores, the player/team who pitched first in the previous frame shall retain first pitch in the next frame.

Scoring

The Cornhole = bag lands in the hole and results in 3 points 

The Ace/Woody = bag lands on the board and results in 1 point

The Dirty Bag = the bag lands on the ground, or hits the board and then hits the ground and results in 0 points

Airmail = the bag goes directly through the hole, without touching any part of the board resulting in 3 points

Sky Bag = the bag is over pitched and goes beyond the board resulting in 0 points

Candycorn/The Weak Sauce = the bag is pitched short and never reaches the board resulting in 0 points

Traditional 21:  The game shall be played to the pre-determined number of twenty-one (21) points.  The first player/team to reach (or exceed) that amount at the conclusion of a frame is the winner. (For LMS cornhole, we may designate a lower number.)

Cancellation Scoring:  The approved method of scoring for the sport of cornhole is “cancellation” scoring.  In cancellation scoring, the points of one player cancel out the points of their opponent.  Using this method, only one player/team can score in each frame.

(Cancellation Scoring is most common, but requires more time, so for LMS cornhole, we will play straight points.)
